Thank you for your interest in the rain garden program.

The Westmoreland Conservation District’s initial assessment of your property shows it to be a good location for a rain garden – if some additional work, such as relocating a downspout, is done…or if it is sited in the back yard instead of the front yard. (Note: This additional work or siting will be provided to you free-of-charge as part of the rain garden program.  You are not responsible for doing it.)

Because of these additional factors, your property ranks in the third group of rain gardens to be installed in the neighborhood.  About 20 or so homes in Ramsay Terrace are in this third project group.

At this time, it is difficult to say just when work on the third group of gardens will begin.
